July 14, 2010 Minutes
Scott Hulen: Scott Hulen with R&S Home Builders recommended the Commission to adopt the Energy Star program versus the National Green Code. He also suggested issuing free building permit in order to build green.  He stated that the National Building Standards goes too far and covers too much paperwork.  Matt Tapp stated that the National Green Building Code covers the Energy Star program under the bronze level.
George Schluter: George Schluter with GWS Homes stated that he was okay with the adoption of the National Green Building code as long as it is voluntary only.  He also felt that the County should put up some money in order to build green. He stated that Energy Star is a good program and NAHB proposed energy cost and 30 percent and DOE opposed because they only look at exterior walls and windows.  Platte County reduces building permit fees by National Green Build Standard level. He encouraged giving some type of incentives to build green homes. 
Jim Carlson: Jim asked if there were any more comments. No additional comments were made. Jim made a motion to continue the hearing to the next meeting on August11th, 2010, at 4 pm in the Clay County Commission Hearing Room.
